CPSP honors the credentials granted by other streams of clinical pastoral movement, e.g. The Association for Clinical Pastoral Education, (the former) American Association of Pastoral Counselors, Association of Professional Chaplains, American Association of Marriage and Family Therapists (AAMFT), and Adventist Chaplaincy Institute (clinicians only). CPSP members credentialed and in good standing with these organizations may be certified by reciprocity in equivalent categories. 
Accordingly, the candidate’s chapter determines that he/she meets or exceeds CPSP Standards for the credential sought, while crediting the cognate group’s certification as reflecting achievement of their standards.
